Trunnion Installation

 Remove the trunnion cover from the housing by loosening the three screws on the cover.
 Route black, white, and green wire leads from luminaire through the open trunnion housing. (See Fig. 1)
 Loosely attach trunnion housing to luminaire with provided fastener. (Be careful not to pinch any wires during attachment.)
 Set the luminaire to the desired mounting angle by rotating the trunnion housing.
 Tighten the provided fastener to lock the luminaire at the desired angle.
 Splice the branch circuit power leads to the fixture power leads, black to black (hot), white to white (neutral), and green to

green (ground). SO Cord size 16/3.  (Fig. 1)
